Natural Resources Committee Meefing
Meeting Minutes for May 19, 2009

Special guest speaker Frances Cassirer, a wildlife biologist for the Idaho Fish & Game from the Lewiston office, described in detail the Hells Canyon
Initiative to restore the Bighorn Sheep population in the Canyon.

Frances gave a very informative and interesting PowerPoint presentation giving a historical perspective of the species population, issues threatening
the herds, studies done to date, investigative methodology, Legislative activity, and highlighting the participation of the various groups, agencies and
organizations in support of the Initiative.

The initiative deals with the restoration of the iconic Big Horn Sheep, which was historically very prevalent in the region, as evidenced by appearance
in rock drawings, bones found in archeological digs, and other artifacts. The project area comprises 8900 square miles, stretching from Lewiston to
Brownlee and from the Grande Ronde to the Seven Devils. Of this area, 2000 square miles is considered potential habitat, 68% of which is on public land.

The population comprises a metapopulation structure with herd groupings of mobile Rams, and ewes that tend to remain herded in less mobile groups.
The main issue for lack of population growth has been demonstrated to be mortality from pneumonia, and studies have shown up to 10-15% mortality
in adult animals, and as high as 100% in lambs within affected populations. The main source of the bacteria appears to be from domestic sheep in the
contiguous areas, including several state grazing allotments, and several university studies have affirmed this mechanism.

The main focus is to prevent this cross contamination from domestic sheep, and to that end, the Idaho Legislature recently passed SB 1232. This legislation
in part, provides the following recognition of the potential contamination, but as is usually the case, is another “unfunded mandate”:

The Idaho department of fish and game: (1) shall develop a state management plan to maintain a viable, self sustaining population of bighorn sheep in
Idaho; and (2) within 120 days of the effective date of this act will cooperatively develop best management practices with permittees for their federal
and state grazing allotments that include or adjoin core populations of bighorn sheep as determined by the department. Upon commencement of the
implementation of best management practices, the director shall certify that the potential risk of disease transmission, if any, between bighorn and
domestic sheep is acceptable for the viability of the bighorn sheep core population. The director’s certification shall continue for as long as the best
management practices are implemented by the permittee. The director may also certify that the potential risk of disease transmission, if any, between
bighorn and domestic sheep is acceptable for the viability of the bighorn sheep core population based upon a finding that other factors exist, including
but not limited to previous exposure to pathogens that make separation between bighorn and domestic sheep unnecessary.

The path forward consists of a three-phased program of field studies, technology application, and research at the regional and university level, supported
in part by private species preservation, sportsmen, outfitters and guides.

The Initiative members include the States of Idaho, Washington and Oregon, and the BLM, Wild Sheep Federation, and the US Forest Service.
